53 ETHEL, a group that redefines the nature of the string quartet, engaged in

54 an intensive study of dance with Parson before writing the music for Wait

55 for Green. The performance's compositions spring directly from the dance

56 structures they learned, and the staging folds back on the score, creating

57 physical responses to the music's sonic structures. This work uses the

58 architecture of the Winter Garden to transform the space into an immersive

59 sound and visual installation.
